














































































































































































































Appropriate evaluations were used in a
greater number of the reimbursed programs than were
used in the non-reimbursed. However, there was
definite evidence of this in less than 50 per cent
of the reimbursed programs.

There was fair evidence that a variety of
evaluation devices were used in both programs.
Evaluation devices were used to measure information
attained in a greater number of each of the programs
than they ;ere used to measure the total growth of
the pupils.

There was no great amount of difference
between the reimbursed programs and the non-reimbursed
programs in the method of planning the next lesson.

In the majority of both programs the following lesson
seemed to be planned as a result of evaluation of
status in relation to a pre-planned direction. In
only a few of either of the programs was there
evidence that the lesson to follow grew out of special

interest in the day's activities.
